The Power To Animate

The following is the basic details on how to animate in PowerPoint/Paint. Please see my blog for any more details or ask in the Forum under PowerPoint Animation for help. 

Easy Example:

Animate a dripping sink

Step 1: Open both Paint and a PowerPoint with a blank presentation and a blank new slide.  

Step 2: Start with Paint and pick the pencil drawer and carefully draw a faucet head (any size) such as a side profile like the two shown here:

[image: image1.wmf]     [image: image2.wmf]    You do not need much detail and no drip at this time. 

Step 3: Copy and paste this picture into your blank PowerPoint Slide.

Step 4: Now draw a single blue drip in Paint, such as the ones above.

Step 5: Use Edit to copy first slide in PowerPoint (highlight slide along left edge) and use edit to paste. A new slide should appear that looks the same as the first. This procedure will be done often, so master this. 

Step 6: In Paint, copy your water drip and paste in the second slide just below the faucet, as the pictures show above. 

Step 7: Copy and Paste slide to a new slide. 

Step 8: Copy and Paste another drip just below the drip in the picture. Copy and Paste this slide to a new slide. 

Step 9: Continue this procedure until you have many slides with each consecutive slide having one more drip just below the other. 

Step 10: Be as creative here as you want. Feel free to play around with this. 

Step 11: Go to Slide Show at the top and click on Slide Transitions. Click on Automatically After and set at 00:00 or move up to 00:01 (play around with this to see what the best effect is for you: fast drip or slow drip). 

Step 12: Email me your results of the drip with an attachment. Please name it as your first name and the word drip.  

Step 13: Ask any questions if needed in Forum and continue on to Ecological Succession.
